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The Crucible Group Activity

Objective: Student will demonstrate comprehension of direct and indirect characterization. Student will demonstrate an understanding of internal and external motivations/conflict.

Assessment: Student will create a skit from an assigned portion of The Crucible. Assessment will be based on the student’s ability to show a) characterization, b) motivation, and c) conflict through dialogue. Scoring is based on the following rubric with 0 (zero) equivalent to the element not demonstrated and 10 (ten) being clearly demonstrated.
Assignment: Student will construct a 3-5 minute skit that demonstrates common motivations from the characters of The Crucible in today’s society. The skit can be centered around current events in the media, high school life, contemporary family dynamics, etc. Student is required to introduce and explain the scene. An explanation of the motivations is necessary after the skit has been acted, as well. Motivations and conflict in skit must show an understanding as they occurred in the play. Achieving a higher grade is dependent upon your understanding of motivations of the characters. Each group member must actively participate in the skit and project their lines.
